The government offers several financial assistance
schemes for students to apply for financial support,
including:

1. Financial Assistance Scheme for Post-secondary
Students (FASP)

The FASP provides means-tested financial assistance to
needy full-time students pursuing locally-accredited, self-
financing post-secondary education programmes at the
level of Bachelor’s Degree, Top-up Degree, Associate
Degree and Higher Diploma.
